Saki es el seudénimo de Hector Hugh
Munro. Naci6 en Akyab, Burma (hoy
Myanmar) en 1870. Fue criado en Inglaterra
por dos tias bastante estrictas y severas, a
quienes retrataria en varias ocasiones en
sus cuentos. Se desempend como periodista
del Westminster Gazette, en Inglaterra.

Fue corresponsal de The Morning Post en
los Balcanes, Rusia y Paris. Muri6 en 1916,
durante la Primera Guerra Mundial. Sus
cuentos, considerados obras maestras de
la literatura inglesa, se caracterizan por
ser historias cortas en las que satiriza a la
sociedad eduardiana.

He was corresponsal of The Morning Post
in Russia, Paris and the Balcans. During
World War | he enrolled the army. He died
in 1916 in France. His stories are considered
masterpieces of the English literature and
are characterized for being satires of the
eduardian society.

She was born in Russia in 1974. She lived

in Cuba, where she was formed as an artist.
Later on, she studied illustration at the Esco-
la Massana with Pep Montserrat and Arnal
Ballester. She now works as an Art Director
for Sagrera TV a producer for Barcelona
Televisio.
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
